No one in your family has been on a whaling voyage and you want them to
understand what your life is like on board. Your writing should be informative and
help your family to imagine what whaling is like.

Make sure that your letter:
e Has five or more facts. (These should be historically accurate and cover a
range of topics.)
e lIsin letter format. (The style may be informal.)
e Uses three or more senses. (Describe aspects of the voyage using
references to look, feel, smell, taste, and sound.)
